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The area around Arco is one of the most
popular sport climbing destinations in Eu-
rope and has been attracting climbers for
decades with its countless climbing crags
and Mediterranean charm. But the area is
also an absolutely worthwhile destination
for bouldering, especially in combination
with the top spot Val Daone, which is from
Arco just an hour by car (60 km). With the
historic bouldering areas of Monte Albano
and Massi di Prabi, two areas are now pre-
sented alongside Passo San Giovanni. These
three areas are a hot tip, especially for lei-
sure boulderers, beginners and families. For
ambitious boulderers, the area around Arco
is particularly interesting as an excellent
winter destination, as it hardly ever gets too
cold throughout winter-season.

If you like these spots and need more
boulders: the first guide book for areas in
Trentino (but without Val Daone) was pu-
blished by Versante Sud in 2022 together
with numerous other destinations.

Passo San Giovanni is probably the most in-
teresting boulder area in the region of Arco.
Zustieg The blocks appear in all sizes and consist
of compact and handy limestone. Also, al-
most everywhere the largo start areas are
superb. Due to the sunny location and the
low sea level climbing is possible during the
winter as well. In late spring most blocks
are shady and climbing is almost always a
pleasure. A hot stock tip for beginners and
people who simply enjoy bouldering.

Fels / Charakter How to get there
From Arco or Torbole follow SS240 to Nago
and to the hotel Passo S. Giovanni. Park at
Felsverhalten nach Regen the parking lot across the road.

From the motorway A22 take exit Rovereto
Sud/Lago di Garda Nord and follow the signs
Lago di Garda to hotel Passo S. Giovanni.
